While Triand works with other web browsers, Firefox is the recommended web browser for
navigating the system. You may download Firefox for free from: http://www.firefox.com.

Public schools in Arkansas are to use the electronic transcript system
pursuant to Ark. Code Ann. § 6-80-107. When a student transfers from a
public school in Arkansas and enrolls into a new school, the school where
the student was previously enrolled will be sent an e-mail notifying that
school that the student has transferred. The school "losing" the student
must remove the student from its active enrollment roster with an
effective date no later than the day following the date of the e-mail.
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Upon logging into Triand, you will notice that the
interface is divided into two sections — (1) the
navigation bar and (2) the main working area.
